Shri R. Manoj Kumar shared perspectives on national policies and initiatives aimed at strengthening

social inclusion in universities. He underscored the role of higher education institutions in creating

equitable opportunities and promoting research and dialogue on disability and inclusion.

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Seminar Report: UIAC UTTHAAN – Strengthening Disability Inclusion

and Advancing Accessibility

On 8th October, the Universal Inclusivity and Accessibility Council (UIAC) hosted a transformative

seminar titled UTTHAAN in collaboration with MERI College and Guru Gobind Singh Indraprastha

University (GGSIPU). The focus of the seminar was on advancing disability inclusion and

accessibility, particularly in educational institutions and workplaces. A key highlight of the event was

the launch of a new certification course aimed at fostering inclusive practices. The seminar was led by

Prof. (Dr) Shalini Garg, University Grievance Redressal Officer, who served as the Program

Director. Dr. Simranjeet Kaur Bagga (Assistant Professor). The seminar focused on advancing

disability inclusion and accessibility, particularly in educational institutions and workplaces. 60

students from MERI Attended the seminar, with 30 volunteering their time to make the event a
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success.

Key Dignitaries and Speakers:

● Captain Akhilesh Saxena: A veteran of the Kargil War, Captain Saxena has

dedicated his life to motivating and empowering individuals, especially those

with disabilities. His inspiring journey reflects resilience in the face of adversity

and emphasizes the importance of perseverance. Through his speeches, he

advocates for inclusivity and encourages people to break down barriers, proving

that determination and strength can lead to remarkable achievements.

● Visvajeet: A sign language expert, Visvajeet has been instrumental in

promoting communication accessibility for the deaf community. His work

focuses on educating individuals and organizations about the significance of

sign language, aiming to foster an inclusive environment where everyone can

participate fully. By teaching sign language, he empowers individuals to

communicate effectively with those who are deaf or hard of hearing,

highlighting the importance of understanding and acceptance.

● Ms. Vaishnavi Ganesh: A disability expert from V-Shesh, Ms. Ganesh has extensive

experience in advocating for the rights of persons with disabilities. Her work revolves

around raising awareness about disability inclusion and accessibility issues. During the

seminar, she shared insights into the barriers faced by individuals with disabilities and the

critical need for societal change to ensure equal opportunities for all. Her expertise has

been pivotal in driving initiatives aimed at fostering inclusive practices in various sector

● Ms. Rashi: Also representing V-Shesh, Ms. Rashi specializes in educating communities

about how to treat and interact with people with disabilities. Her focus is on dispelling

myths and misconceptions surrounding disabilities and promoting an understanding of the

diverse experiences of individuals with disabilities. She has played a crucial role in

developing training programs that equip individuals with the knowledge and skills to create

more inclusive Environments.

Key Discussions:
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● Treatment and Interaction: The speakers emphasized the importance of treating

people with disabilities with respect and understanding. Practical tips on how to

communicate effectively and sensitively were provided.

● Types of Disabilities: Attendees learned about various types of disabilities, fostering

a broader understanding of the challenges faced by individuals with different

impairments.

● Rights Under the RPWD Act: The session concluded with an overview of the rights

of persons with disabilities as outlined in the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act,

emphasizing the legal protections and entitlements available to them.

Event Highlights:

Motivational Stories by Captain Akhilesh Saxena: Captain Saxena, a decorated Kargil War

veteran, captivated the audience with his story of resilience and survival during one of the

most challenging conflicts in recent Indian history. His narration wasn’t just about war, but

about overcoming personal and professional hardships—paralleling the struggles faced by

people with disabilities. His emphasis on determination, even in dire circumstances, served as

an empowering message for all, particularly individuals with disabilities. He encouraged them

to see their challenges as opportunities to push boundaries, break stereotypes, and strive for

greatness, showing how mental strength and perseverance are crucial to success.

Sign Language Education by Visvajeet: In a powerful session led by Visvajeet, the

focus was on bridging the communication gap with the deaf community. He emphasized

the significance of sign language not just as a tool for interaction but as a means to ensure

inclusivity. Attendees learned basic sign language skills that can be applied in everyday

situations, promoting better communication and understanding of the challenges faced by

deaf individuals. Visvajeet’s session underscored the idea that inclusion starts with

communication, and he advocated for the widespread adoption of sign language as a

necessary skill in both educational and professional settings.

Interactive Sessions: The seminar was not merely a lecture-based event; it was designed

to be highly interactive. The discussions between the speakers and participants were lively

and engaging, with opportunities for the audience to ask questions, express concerns, and

share personal experiences related to disability inclusion. This interaction allowed for

deeper conversations around real-world challenges, such as workplace discrimination or
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lack of accessibility, and practical solutions were explored in real time. The speakers

provided personalized advice, while participants offered their insights,

making the event a collaborative effort to address the gaps in disability inclusion and

accessibility in society.

On 7th October, the Universal Inclusivity and Accessibility Council (UIAC), in collaboration with

MERI College and Guru Gobind Singh Indraprastha University (GGSIPU), hosted a

transformative seminar titled UTTHAAN. The focus of the seminar was on advancing disability

inclusion and accessibility, particularly in educational institutions and workplaces. A key highlight of

the event was the launch of a new certification course aimed at fostering inclusive practices. The

seminar was led by Prof. (Dr) Shalini Garg, University Grievance Redressal Officer, who served as

the Program Director. Dr. Simranjeet Kaur Bagga (Assistant Professor) and Ms. Sheela Narang

(Assistant Professor), esteemed faculty members of MERI College, played an integral role in the

event’s success. Their dedication and guidance were crucial in ensuring the smooth execution of the

seminar. MERI students were also actively involved, gaining valuable insights into the importance of

inclusivity.

60 students from MERI Attended the seminar, with 30 volunteering their time to make the event a

success.

The event commenced with a symbolic candle-lighting ceremony, led by Prof (Dr) Shalini Garg , Dr.

kamal pathak, and dignitaries, including Ms. Vaishnavi Ganesh, Mr. Fahad Lambate, and Dr.

Hemlata, symbolizing the continuous flame of inclusivity.

Key Discussions:
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Understanding Disability: Ms. Vaishnavi Ganesh stressed that disabilities are often not inherent but

are created by societal barriers such as physical, informational, and attitudinal obstacles. She pointed

out that while 18% of persons with disabilities are born with impairments, less than 24% of these

impairments are visibly noticeable.

Employment and Inclusion Challenges: Ms. Vaishnavi also highlighted the concerning statistics of

employment for persons with disabilities (PWDs), noting that only 1% of government jobs and a mere

0.1% of private sector jobs are occupied by PWDs. Additionally, only 4% of businesses actively

engage in welcoming PWDs into their workforce.

Digital Accessibility: Mr. Fawaad Lambate discussed how accessible digital environments can be

created by adhering to the POUR principles:

● Perceivable

● Operable

● Understandable

● Robust

He outlined a four-step approach – Educate, Plan, Implement, and Monitor – to achieve successful

digital inclusion for all, not just those with disabilities.

Rights of Persons with Disabilities (RPWD) Act: The seminar emphasized the RPWD Act’s shift

from a welfare-based model to a rights-based model, urging organizations to develop Equal

Opportunity Policies (EOP) and make reasonable accommodations, such as assistive devices and

flexible environments, tailored to individual needs.

Models of Disability: Dr. Yukti Sharma discussed the shift from the Medical Model, which focuses

on "fixing" individuals, to the Social Model, which seeks to remove societal barriers. She explained

how the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 promotes inclusion by encouraging schools and

institutions to accommodate the diverse needs of students.

Universal Design for Learning (UDL): Dr. Hemlata presented a case study on inclusive education at

DPS, promoting the Universal Design for Learning (UDL) framework. This approach encourages

flexible learning practices that support all students, including those with autism.
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New Course Launch:

One of the most anticipated moments of the event was the announcement of the UIAC Certification

Course titled "Advancing Disability Inclusion Practices: Communication, Accessibility, and

Legislation." The course, starting on 8th October, is designed to equip participants with the necessary

knowledge to advance disability inclusion in their fields.

Event Highlights:

● Floral Welcome: The dignitaries, including Ms. Vaishnavi Ganesh, Mr. Fawaad Lambate, and

Dr. Hemlata, were welcomed with flowers in recognition of their contributions to the field of

disability inclusion.

● Student Performances: Students from Tagore International School, Vasant Vihar gave a

stirring performance of Azaad Bharat ki Gulaam Tasveer, reminding the audience of their

collective responsibility to foster a more inclusive society.

● Magazine Launch: The seminar also saw the launch of the hard copy of the UIAC Magazine,

which features insightful articles on disability inclusion and accessibility.

Conclusion:

The seminar concluded with a Dance Therapy session, where students came together to celebrate the

spirit of inclusion and accessibility. The event was a tremendous success, thanks to the tireless efforts

of the MERI faculty and students, particularly Dr. Simranjeet Kaur Bagga and Sheela Narang,

whose contributions were vital in making the seminar a reality.
